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Service Body

A good preventive maintenance program will enhance the performance and life expectancy of your service body.  A scheduled maintenance program is essential to keep your equipment at peak operating efficiency.  Operators or service personnel responsible for the care of this equipment must be completely familiar with the inspections required to keep the equipment operating in the most efficient and safe manner.

Daily inspection of your equipment is a process of developing good operator habits so that you know how the equipment should perform.  

The following is a suggested checklist to follow in an effort to keep your equipment running.  We will assume that all operators understand that they should be careful when loading and unloading the body, not to slam tires and or wheel components into the side.

Daily Inspection 

Perform the Following Tasks:
· Keep  all compartments clean and organized.
· Check all lights.
· Make sure that all door latches and locks are working.
Quarterly Inspection

Perform the Following Tasks:
· Clean and inspect for physical damage.
· Lubricate door hinges and locks as needed.
Visually Inspect for Damage:

· Structural damage or defects

Visually Check the Following:
· Weather seals on all compartments

· Body mounting bolts

· Mud flaps in place

· Any structural damage or defects

Check Performance of the Following:
· Compartment lights

· Work lights

· Body running lights

· Clearance lights and reflectors

· Beacon or strobe lights

· Back-up lights

· Back-up alarm
